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Approved Zoning Amendments

Explained on Town Website

All but one of the proposed amendments to the Weare
Zoning Ordinance were approved by voters on March 10.
Unlike spending articles, changes to the zoning ordinance
are moved to the ballot without discussion at the town
deliberative session. Each article as it appeared on the
ballot was fairly brief, however, a detailed explanation of
the amendments was made available in the town clerk’s
office and is still available on the town website
(weare.nh.gov) by clicking on “planning board” under
“boards and committees”.

The purpose here is not to repeat what is available on
the town website, which is quite lengthy, but to bring it to
the reader’s attention. Perhaps of most general interest
will be changes regarding Accessory Dwelling Units (ADU)
and permits for building on Class VI roads. In both cases
the changes parallel legislation passed at the state level.

ago, one of the town’s residents asked some important
guestions. Some of them, along with the answers, are
listed below, as it seemed many readers would have an
interest in these matters, which is much appreciated.

Response times are a very difficult matter to address
because they have a lot of possible variables. They are
affected by weather, road conditions, staff availability, and
traffic to name a few. These are all factors that are very
much out of our control. We can, however, give a few
diverse areas throughout town and provide “average”
response times from our center station with “great”
conditions:

Response times are one of many of our obstacles,
unfortunately we cannot overcome geography or weather.
Those factors are a reality when you live in a community
as rural as Weare.

Cost of the service varies depending on a person’s
insurer or lack thereof. The ambulance rates have recently
been adjusted as they had not been done since 2018 and
were adjusted this September and approved by the
selectboard. They are as follows:

Our services are included under the Fire Department
budget. All ambulance billing goes into the revolving fund
to order apparatus or durable equipment such as cardiac
monitors.

College is expensive, BUT there’s help available for those
who want it. College bound seniors and students already
| enrolled at accredited
post-secondary schools may apply
for scholarships from The Eleanor A.
Campbell Charitable Fund. Awards
are made each year to students
from Weare, Henniker, Hillsboro,
Deering, Washington and Windsor
whose applications have been
received by April 15.

Last year, the fund awarded
$58,000 in scholarships, reaching a million-dollar mark in
awards since its inception under the name of the Deering
Foundation. Eight seniors and four students already in
college from the Hillsboro-Deering area received
scholarships in 2025. Seven John Stark High School seniors
and three Weare students already in college received
awards.

The fund’s namesake, Dr. Eleanor Campbell, left a legacy of
philanthropy carried on by her friends, who formed the
Deering Foundation. Now renamed the Eleanor A.
Campbell Charitable Fund, this nonprofit organization has
helped students who show academic success, community
engagement, and financial need. Applications are available
through John Stark High School and online. Over time,
awards have gone to public and private school students
and home schoolers.

| know some people were frustrated by their wait to cast
a ballot at Town Meeting this year. I’'m not discounting any
frustrations and | hope they are addressed. | wanted to
give a thank you to everyone involved in the voting
process. From the voters to the ballot clerks to the election
officials, people put in the time and effort to make
democracy work.

Thanks to everyone who came out to vote. People came
with different opinions, but almost everyone was kind,
patient, willing to laugh at a tough situation, and happy to
be with others from town. | was there from 6:30 a.m. to
7:30 p.m. as a ballot clerk and was exhausted when | got
home. But other ballot clerks, the Town Moderator, the
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Town Clerk and some Select Board members were there
FAR longer — the ballot results came out at midnight!

To have an accurate election, all ballots were counted
twice before they were handed out. Ballot clerks made the
packets so you got 5 ballot pages each & checked in each
voter. The moderator or town clerk helped when you make
an error on a ballot. The Supervisors of the Checklist
helped everyone who had changed their name or address,
moved to town, or forgotten to bring required
identification. Members of the Select Board worked all day
to ensure your ballots were accepted by the machine. The
Town Clerk and her designees ensured each absentee
ballot was recorded and counted. At the end of the night,
all election officials ensured an accurate count of ballots
cast and votes on each warrant article.

There are probably even more tasks of which I'm
unaware. Until | volunteered as a ballot clerk two years
ago, | only saw voting as a voter — I'd walk in, present my
id, get a ballot, vote, and head out. | now know how hard
all the election officials work to ensure a clean, fair, &
accurate election. Thank you to our Town Clerk, and all the
unpaid volunteers who serve in all the other roles. Our
right to vote demands a lot of them. Thank you to them,
and to everyone who voted.
